“Happy People” (Roma Means Human) (2005)
In Serbia, Roma have always lived on the fringes of society and been subjected to violence, segregation and discrimination. Recognizing the importance to understand the difficult position of this community minority in the Serbian society, ANEM TV production has produced a documentary film titled “Roma Means Human” as a contribution to the development of civil society and democratization processes. With this 45-minute documentary, ANEM TV Production throws light on important burning social issues in small communities, such as discrimination against ethnic minorities and groups and violation of human rights. 
The film deals with less extreme and obvious means of discrimination. Generally, in Serbia, discrimination comes down to physical attacks of extremist groups such as skinheads.  The film, however, demonstrates that discrimination can come in more shapes and not be recognized as dangerous and thus are free of guilt or moral judgement.
