ANEM vam u Jedanaestim Monitoring Novostima predstavlja:

1. Jedanaesti Monitoring lzvestaj — Jedanaesti Monitoring Izvestaj struénog tima koji se
odnosi na Maj 2010, daje sliku medijske scene u Srbiji u tom periodu.

Prema lzveStaju monitoring tima, ovo je obeleZilo medijski sektor u Maju 2010:

Ni izvrSna, ni sudska vlast, jo$ ne pokazuju spremnost da odlu¢no zastite slobodu izrazavanja,
pa otuda i dalje prisutni svi vidovi njenog ugrozavanja i rastu¢a autocenzura u medijima. Afera
,Novosti“ je veoma uzburkala javnost i to ne bez razloga. Osim moguceg stvaranja monopola
nad distribucijom javnih glasila, ona je indikator ozbiljnog nedostatka medijske regulative zbog
kog i dalje nije moguce sa sigurnosc¢u utvrditi nedozvoljenu medijsku koncentraciju u Stampanim
medijima, odnosno znati ko su lica koja po vlasniStvu ili drugim osnovima mogu vrSiti
dominantan uticaj na uredivacku politiku javnih glasila. MeSanje u uredivacku politiku je moguce
i kroz netransparentne dodele lokalnih budzZetskih sredstava namenjenih medijima, bez
propisanih kriterijuma i procedure, Sto je neophodno u $to kracem roku regulisati. U maju su
usvojeni zakoni o potvrdivanju medunarodnih akata iz oblasti telekomunikacija od znacaja za
predstojecu digitalizaciju radiodifuzije i izmene dva zakona, od kojih su posebno vazne izmene
Zakona o slobodnom pristupu informacijama od javnog znacaja, koje omogucavaju potpunije
ostvarivanje ovog prava. Nadlezni organi su svojim (ne)postupanjima manije ili viSe uticali na rad
medija, ali su posebno primetne pojaane monitoring aktivnosti RRA nad radom emitera, kako
komercijalnih, tako i RTSa kao javnog servisa, koje imaju i dobre i loSe strane. Predlog zakona o
elektronskim komunikacijama, koji je uSao u skupstinsku proceduru po hitnom postupku, sadrZi
bitna nova reSenja za elektronske medije. | za privatizaciju i za digitalizaciju je i dalje primetna
nezainteresovanost vlasti, 8to rezultira velikim problemima u praksi. 1z zaklju¢ka monitoring tima
proizilazi da je medijska strategija mogu¢ nacin za ostvarivanje napretka u oblasti medija.

1. The Eleventh Monitoring Report — The Eleventh Monitoring Report of the expert team
recounts the media scene in Serbia in May 2010.

According to the Report of the monitoring team, the following marked the media sector in May
2010:

Neither the executive nor the judicial authorities had shown readiness to resolutely protect
freedom of expression, thus causing the continuous presence of its infringement and growing
self-censorship in the media. The “Novosti” affair has, reasonably, stirred the public. In addition

to the possible creation of a monopoly over the distribution of media, it is an indicator of a
serious lack of media regulation, due to which it is still not possible to determine with certainty
the illegal media concentration in print media, or know who the persons who may exercise a
dominant influence on editorial policy of the media, based on their ownership or other grounds.
Interference in editorial policy is also possible through non-transparent allocation of budget funds
earmarked for local media, without the prescribed criteria and procedures, which is necessary to
regulate as soon as possible. In May, the laws have been adopted on ratification of international
acts in the field of telecommunications, important for the forthcoming broadcasting digitalization,
as well as amendments to two laws; particularly important are Amendments to the Law on Free
Access to Information of Public Importance, which provide more complete realization of this
right. The competent authorities have more or less influenced the work of the media, with their
(lack of) actions. However, particularly noticeable were intensified monitoring activities of the
RBA over the work of broadcasters, both commercial stations as well as the RTS as a public
service, which have both good and bad sides. Draft Law on Electronic Communications, which
has urgently entered the parliamentary procedure, contains new important solutions for the
electronic media. In the privatization and digitalization processes, a lack of interest of the
Government is still visible, which is the grounds for major problems in practice. From the
conclusion of the monitoring team, it follows that the media strategy is a possible way to achieve
progress in the field of media.

3. The Twelfth, June Report on the legal monitoring of the media scene in Serbia in
this week as well!
